1.)  A–1 is erroneously awarded a one and one. A–1 makes both free throws. B–1 completes the throw-in to B–2, who commits a traveling violation. While the ball is at the disposal of team A, the error is recognized.   
Official rules the error can be corrected because the ‘statute of limitation’ has not expired. Is the official correct?    Y   /   N
2.) A–1 is erroneously awarded a one-and-one. A–1 makes the first free throw. A–1’s second free throw hits the rim and as B–1 is rebounding the ball, B–1 is fouled by A–2. The error is now recognized. 

Official cancels the free throw and cancels the common foul. Is the official correct.   Y   /   N    
3.) Team A players are wearing a memorial patch on the shoulder strap above the neckline. The patch has the player’s initials on it. 

Official rules that a name or an initial on the patch is illegal. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
4.) Squad member No. 45 missed the bus and is not present at the time the squad list and starting line-up must be submitted for team members. During the pre-game warm-up the referee counts eleven team members for team A but while checking the book team A has twelve team members listed. 

Referee informs the coach that the squad member who is not present may not be placed in the book even if he/she will get to the game late. Is the referee correct?     Y   /   N
5.) While player A–1 is dribbling, A–2 commits a common foul. 

Official rules this a team control foul. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
6.) A–1 while airborne taps a loose ball to the floor, returns to the floor, catches the ball, and then starts a dribble. 

Official rules this a double dribble. Is the official correct?    Y   /   N 
7.) A—3 catches the ball while in the air, lands on one foot, jumps off that foot, and lands on both feet simultaneously. A—3 then starts a dribble. 

Official rules this a legal play. Is the official correct?    Y   /   N
8.) Team A is behind by two points with six-tenths of a second remaining in the game and has the ball for a throw-in at the division line. A-1’s throw-in hits the backboard and the official inadvertently blows the whistle. Possession arrow favors team B. 

Officials confer and award the ball back to team A at the spot of the throw-in. Were the officials correct?     Y   /   N
9.) While B-1 is maintaining a legal guarding position on A-1, B-1 has one or both feet in the air   over the boundary line when A-1 contacts B-1 in the torso. 

Official calls a blocking foul on B-1. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N

Is this correct?    Y   /   N
11.) A–1 commits an illegal screen on B–1 and is charged with a common foul. It is team A’s seventh foul.

12.) A–1 catches the ball on one foot, jumps off that foot and lands on both feet simultaneously. A–1 then picks up one foot and starts to dribble.

13 ) A–1, while airborne, catches the ball. As A–1’s momentum is carrying him/her out of bounds, A–1 requests a time-out. 

The official grants the request. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
14.) With 2/10’s of a second to play in the first quarter, A–1’s throw-in is caught by A–2, who tries for goal. The timer fails to start the clock. Ball enters basket. 

Official rules no basket stating that the period ended when A– 1 caught the ball. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
15.) While the ball is at the disposal of A–1 during an alternating possession procedure, A–1 commits a throw-in violation. 

Official awards the ball to team B and instructs the scorer to turn the arrow toward team B’s basket. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
16.) With team A winning 54–53, A–1 taps the ball toward team B’s basket. The horn sounds ending the fourth quarter, the ball enters the basket. 

Official counts the goal. Is the official correct?      Y   /   N
17.) Prior to the game, a technical foul is charged to team A. While the ball is at the disposal of B-1 for the first attempt, a double personal foul is called. Following the free throws for the technical fouls, 

Official resumes play with a jump ball. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N 
18.)  While the ball is at the disposal of A–1 for a throw-in, A–2 commits a common foul on B–2. This is team A’s seventh foul of the half.

21.) B-1 fouls A-1 while the ball is dead. Coach of team A sends A—6 into the game to attempt the free throw. 

Official rules A-1 must attempt the free throws. Is the official correct?      Y   /   N
22.) A–1 is awarded a free throw. Prior to the free throw, B–2 wants to occupy the third marked lane space. 

Official rules the third marked lane space must remain vacant. Is the official correct?    Y   /   N
23.) While A–1 is in the act of shooting a free throw, B–2 in the second marked lane space quickly raisers his/her arms, disconcerting A–1. While the ball is in flight toward the basket, A–2 steps into the lane. A–1’s free throw fails to hit the rim.

24.) Following a timeout, both teams continue to huddle. Official places the ball on the floor for a free throw by team A. After 10 seconds,

25.) The referee to start the game permits the teams to go in the wrong direction. Jumper A–1 back taps the ball to A–2. As A–2 dribbles across the division line,

28.) A–1 is fouled and awarded a one and one. As the official is ready to administer the free throw, A– 1 is huddling with his/her teammates behind the semicircle.      Y   /   N
Official uses the resumption of play procedure to resume play. Is the official correct? 

29.) A—1 and B-1 begin to fight during a dead ball. The head coach of team A, who was not beckoned onto the court, rushes onto the court. 

The official charges A—1 and B—1 with a flagrant technical foul and banishes them to the bench, charges the coach with a flagrant technical foul and banishes him/her from the vicinity of the bench, awards team A no free throws and 2 team fouls, awards team B two free throws and 1 team foul, followed by a division line throw-in. 30.) A–1 scores. A–2 purposely grabs the ball, steps out of bounds and passes to A–3, who scores. While the ball is at the disposal of team B, the throw-in by A–2 is questioned.

33.) Coach of team A feels that the possession arrow is pointing in the wrong direction. Coach goes to the scorer’s table and requests a timeout to confer with the officials. After 15 seconds, it is determined the arrow is pointing in the right direction. 

Official charges team A with a timeout and rules that team A may not utilize the time remaining and must resume play immediately. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
34.) Following a successful field goal, team B has the ball out of bounds for the throw-in when A–1 commits an intentional personal foul against B–2 near the end line. 

Official awards B–2 two free throws and awards team B the ball on the end line and allows team B the privilege of running the end line. Is the official correct?      Y   /   N
35.) Three substitutes from team A are beckoned into the game. Captain of team B requests a defensive match up. 

Official grants the request. Is the official correct?     Y   /   N
36.) Prior to dribbling, A-1 jumps into the air to attempt a try for goal. While in the air, A-1 fumbles the ball but recovers it prior to coming back to the floor. A-1 returns to the floor and dribbles.

37.) While A–1’s try is in flight, a double personal foul is assessed. The try is unsuccessful.

38.) A-1 is holding the ball and closely guarded by B-1 (B-1 is within 6 feet of A-1) but A—2 is standing between A-1 and B-1. 

Official starts the 5-second closely guarded violation count. Is the official correct?      Y   /   N

41.) Team A is erroneously awarded the ball instead of a one and one. The error is discovered with A-1 in possession, after B—1 had intercepted the throw-in pass, then fumbled back to A-1.

42.) Airborne shooter A-1 charges B-1. Clearly after the foul, B—2 touches the ball while it is in the cylinder. 

Official charges A-1 with a player control foul and rules no basket interference. Is the official correct?      Y   /   N
43.)  While A–1’s try is in flight, B–1 excessively swings his/her arms and elbows. The try is successful.

Official assesses a technical foul to the second listed squad member. Is the official correct?
