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1.)  B–1 intentionally kicks a pass from A–1. The ball strikes B–1 above the knee. Official rules this a kicking violation. Is the official correct?   YES  or  NO

2.)  During A-1’s throw-in, A—2, airborne from the frontcourt, catches the pass and passes to A—3, who is also airborne from the frontcourt. A—3 lands in the backcourt. Official rules this a backcourt violation. Is the official correct?   YES  or  NO
